- only use 12 pt, arial font 
- headline should entice reader to learn more about news 
- do not capitalize all words in head or sub-headline 
- sub-headline is optional 
- some of the listed paragraphs are optional 
- note exact format for quote 
- write press release in third-party position 
- basic facts are crucial 
- a little repetition is not bad 
- fundraisers or sales benefit ? 
- keep branding intact – “Beth El Temple”, not BET or abbreviations 
- remember 5 w’s – who, what, why, when, where
